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Wings of Hope Awarded Grant from Iowa West Foundation


Wings of Hope Cancer Support Center announced today that it has received a $50,600 matching grant from the Iowa West Foundation.  
According to Patti Higginbotham, president of the Wings of Hope Board of Directors, the grant will be used to fund the Center’s HOPE Program, the Hope Chest Renewal Room, Counseling, and Healing Touch services. 
Higginbotham said the Hope Chest Renewal Room provides comfort for cancer patients during and after their treatment.  Items provided to patients include cancer information resources; wigs, turbans and hats; survivor bag of comfort items; spa days; and support and counseling. The Healing Touch service is a relaxing, nurturing energy therapy that utilizes gentle touch to assist in balancing the individual’s physical, mental, emotional and spiritual well-being.  Healing Touch works with each person’s energy field to support their natural ability to heal.
“We are so fortunate to receive this grant from the Iowa West Foundation.  It will allow us to greatly enhance the level of care and support we can provide to cancer patients and their families,” Higginbotham said. 

All of the services and programs provided by Wings of Hope are offered free of charge.  “The support from the Iowa West Foundation helps us realize our mission and affirms that our services bring value to our community,” she added.  
Wings of Hope Cancer Support Center was independently established as a non-profit organization in September 1994. The goal of the organization is to provide emotional support and guidance for patients, family members, and health professionals as they move forward in their cancer experience.
